The Welcome screen is the point of entry into the NewMMIS provider eLearning courses.   The provider will login using his logon id and password.   I do not have information on Provider Virtual Gateway or LMS for Provider Training….  See your CW Mass Health website contact for information on how you will want to host these courses.
The interactive course will include animation, graphics, interactive simulations (Show Me, Let Me)  Desktop Requirements?? The “eLearning courses” will play in a browser that has an Adobe Flash Player.  The download for the free Flash player for those without it, will be provided on each page that a course file is displayed and a message will display on the Users browser that they need the Adobe Player installed if needed.. 
Course Components and Links

The Provider Welcome screen will be the introduction to the course and include the following components and links:

· Course Orientation: About This Course, How to Navigate, Site Map

· Navigation Bar displaying lesson titles

· Introductory information

· A Next navigation button progressing to the Course Orientation pages The courses do not have a next button.  But instructions on how to navigate are in this first bullet of this list… so I think this 4th bullet is not needed.
Course Orientation

The Course Orientation pages will be accessible from the Welcome screen?  . The Orientation section will include the following pages:

· About this course – will include course information and learning objectives

· Navigation – will discuss how to select a lesson, navigate through the lesson, return to the Home screen, and use the site map
I think we will need to flesh that out based on how and where the courses will be housed… and it will depend on the restrictions of the LMS or website for the Provider training….  but there will be a topics listing for each courses.  We are still designing this, so we can insert the correct navigational term.
· Site Map – will display each lesson title and a listing of lesson topics.  Each lesson title will link to the actual lesson. Learners will be able to access lessons from either the site map or the navigation bar. See above
Navigation Bar

The Navigation Bar at the top of the Welcome and Orientation screens will display lesson titles to enable the learner to take the course sequentially or to select the lessons according to subject. Within each lesson, the menu will display lesson topic options.. Yes we are designing ‘ topics’ in the left hand column of each course and the Learner will be able to go directly to the topic of interest autonomously
Navigation within a Lesson

Learners will control navigation within a lesson by using Back and Next buttons. A screen counter will inform learners of their progress through the lesson. Learners will be instructed to close the lesson window after the lesson assessment has been completed.  There will be buttons like on a video player (See image below).  And the assessment is not part of our plan..  There will need to be a database to do assessments and there has been no discussion [image: image1.png][ — —TICIOCe)
